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MAJOR CENTRES

WALKABLE NEIGBOURHOODS

A key element of the urban form is the walkable neighbourhood 
which is the area within a 400 metre radius from a local shop (or group 
of shops) or from another community focus (eg a community centre 
with a bus stop). Walkable neighbourhoods are clustered around 
mixed use main street retail centres shown as red on the plan. These 
centres include housing, community facilities, shops for daily 
convenience etc.
